CONDITIONS OF ENTRY

The Club Championships 2026 starts on Sunday 7th June. Players will need to be available for the majority of the 3 weeks as I schedule all of the matches. You won’t however play every day and the amount you play will also depend on the number of events you enter. All matches will be played in the evenings.
The schedule for the finals are as follows: Friday 26th June - 7.30pm – Mixed Doubles, Saturday 27th June - 10.30am – Men’s & Ladies Singles & 2.00pm – Men’s & Ladies Doubles – if you can’t play at these times please don’t enter.
Finalists should be prepared to play at any time during the day if required by bad weather conditions.

All entrants must be 14 years of age or over in 2026
The players` responsibilities are:
To be free to play at the time agreed with the referee and to provide balls for their matches. Hosting balls will be available to be used if required and New Balls will be used for all Finals.
Entries on the enclosed form with correct fees should be posted in the Red Head Coach Box, which is situated next to the pigeonholes by the main entrance.  Closing date is midnight on Monday 25th May. Only completed entry forms with appropriate fees will be accepted, late entries by any means will not be allowed.
